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o Do not add copyrighted material to the Wiki; correct licenses are required for all 
submitted images 

o Contributors must be civil and cooperative 
o System notifications may come from FamilySearch and the Wiki through user’s 

email address on file

 Final determination of all contributed content rests with FamilySearch 
 Editing rights may be suspended for non-compliance to FamilySearch
